Languages of work are Georgian, Russian or English.

Papers will be published in authors’ editorship, therefore they must meet the stylistic and grammatical
requirements.

Deadline for paper submission is January 30, 2011.



Forming Summaries and Papers

Summaries and papers should be printed on A4 sheet,

* Space: top- 2, bottom-2,5, left-2,5, right-2,5.

* Font  Times New Roman (Cyr), style Normal, font size 12, single-spaced.

* Pictures, charts and figures — in TIFF format 300dpi, 600dpi. Formulas should be made in Microsoft
Equation 2,0 (2.1).

* Name of an author (authors) should be printed at the top to the left of the paper with capital letters
indicating the degree and the position.

* 2 intervals below in the middle of the line  the title of the summary and the paper with capital
letters should be printed.

* linterval below country, city and organization.

* 1,5 interval below _the text of the summary and the paper.

The organizing committee will select the papers according to their relevance to the conference program,

actuality and scientific research depth.
Rejected papers will not be returned to the authors.
